Relationally Centered: We believe in an intimate personal relationship with Christ 
and stress healthy relationships among Christians. We believe that God has 
called us into partnership with Him and with each other. Then we can begin to 
experience God as we live in authentic humble community with one another. 
Grace Oriented: We emphasize God’s acceptance and full forgiveness through 
Jesus Christ. We attempt to motivate people through love and thankfulness 
rather than guilt, shame and duty. 
Culturally Relevant: We’re free in Christ to adapt our ministry to current needs 
and trends of contemporary culture without compromising Biblical absolutes. 
Open-Door Friendly: We know that there are many who do not yet know Jesus 
as their Life, will be attracted to our ministry; therefore, we desire to foster a non-
threatening, open and friendly environment in which people are free to explore 
the teaching of the Cross and their identity in Christ at their own pace. 
Growth Responsive: We appreciate the advantages of a small, intimate ministry. 
We also believe we should continue to remove barriers that can keep our 
ministry from growing, things such as land, facilities, parking, organization and 
emphasis. We do not set a particular limit on the size of NHCC, but trust God to 
show the leadership what our facilities should be and how best to utilize them.
